Merit Scholarship Eligibility

• Completed at least 6 years of ICB Wayland 
Sunday School and has graduated 10th grade

• Completed community service or participated in 
ICB Wayland activities at the Center 

• Accepted to an accredited 4-year college and 
plan to attend 

• Plans to take at least 2 courses or involvement 
in Islam/ Arabic during the 4 years of college

• Parents are members (or student is a members) 
of the ICB Wayland community

• US Citizenship or permanent residency
